1. Tumn the power button to “ON”, The LED will blink quickly and the speaker will beep twice to indicate
that the speaker is in discoverable mode.

2. Make sure that the Bluetooth function on your mobile device is on; search for and connect to device
named “Tyler TWS401”. The blue LED light will blink slowly and and beep three times once the
devices are paired.

3. Hit play on your mobile audio device and enjoy!

OPERATION USING MicroSD FUNCTION:

1. Turn the Power button to “ON”.

2. Insert Micro SD card into slot. The music stored on the card will be played automatically.

3. Use the function buttons on the nose of the speaker unit to skip forward or backward, play, pause
or stop.

Remark: Inserting a Micro SD card will stop the Bluetooth playback and start playback from Micro SD
card. You can press the MODE button to swich to Bluetooth playback again.

OPERATION USING FM RADIO FUNCTION:

1. While using the FM radio, the audio cable provided serves as an antenna. Please Insert the audio
cable to get the best FM signal.
